Info Gap  Crossword Puzzles   Quick instruction to Facilitator 
1. Have students learn all the vocab. 
· Show them 1 crossword to show they will only have ½ the words and they have to explain those to a partner.
· They need to be able to explain the word – meaning, give an example, etc.

2. Put students in pairs 
· or  if this is the 1st time doing an info gap puzzle, in groups of 4 (so two ELL 1 and two ELL 2 working together).
· (If you know someone has not prepared, put them on the same team as one who has… OR sometimes I just put the 2 that didn’t prepare together)
· They cannot show the other person their crossword (this is not a reading task!) 

3. They can give various clues – the list of types of clues are on the side.
· Have them alternate (ELL1 gives clues, then ELL 2 gives clues – some will work slower and you want to have both of them experience the task)
· They CANNOT use the word in their clue.

4. Debrief
· If this is your first time doing this, ask them what skills they used.
· Also, remind them that to be a good partner they have to prepare! 
· After doing this once, they will prepare better!
