Group Survey Research Process 
&  Research Process Vocabulary  (words in bold font)
You can decide if you want them to learn the research terms. It can be just FYI

Time:
· Most of this process will be done during class time, but you will be required to complete some tasks alone and possibly together outside of class time.
· I will give you grammar support and examples all along the way. 
· The goal is to present at the end of the term  You can delete this if you want.

Overall Research Purpose: 
· What is the basic information everyone should know about your topic?	
· What do some research subjects know and think about your topic?

Research Process	
1. Introduction to the possible research topics	
(individual research & 2 ½ -3 minute oral report to class)  See A1 
See A1 
Prepare Step 1:  Cut in strips. You can change the options or add to them. Be sure you have enough topics for the  # of students.
Step 2 – (page 3) 1 copy for each – they just need to skim and scan
Step 3 – important for them to learn ALL the topics to help them choose. PLUS notetaking practice. 
See A2 if you want to evaluate their short talk (I usually don’t), but I check their notes to see if they were listening!
2. Form your research group  & choose the topic    
You can do groups of 2 or 3. I usually get them to do this on their own.
 For topics? It’s more of a 1st identify 1st get it.  
3A.(individual). Gather at least 3 different sources about your topic Save & Print if possible.
See  B1  Research Sources & Vocab
You could also suggest they find 1 video – or that can be at the later stage.
3B.(individual). Determine key concepts and key vocabulary   
This is vital for knowing their topic. I also have a more formal chart task, but that is probably too much for your class  See H  Final Vocab List
To evaluate  - (See A 02  Progress Notes) I just went around the room and checked off

4.(Group) Share published research with your research partners (literature review) 
	You might have the same sources. That is okay.  This is crucial.
I have one extra/ optional page they fill out, but I didn’t use it all the time. You likely do not have time. . See D: What you know so far 

5. (Group)Write a survey questionnaire from your readings. I will show you how to do this. 	
–Biographical data, at least 10 questions; use a variety of Closed and 1 Open question.
(Optional) See C 1  Child Labour Example Survey  – here’s an example of the complete survey. You can have them complete it.  You can do a Data analysis on a few questions to show them when they get to #( and 10 stages)

8) Opinion

6.  (Group) Pilot & Edit the research survey	(with classmate with a different topic)
 See  E  Pilot Q & Edit if necessary
This is really helpful b/c they practice their opening  & they can see if their questions make sense. 

7. (Group)  Finalize & Submit the research survey.  I will edit & copy the pages for you
With a group of 3, I have them do 40 research subjects, but the data analysis for 20 surveys is likely easier for your group/ time.
I copy the  surveys and 1 extra for reference when you see their presentation. They divide them up.  

8.  (Individual) Conduct the survey  (with 20 research subjects/survey respondents)
Sometimes they get the weekend OR I just give ½ of the class time & they finish asking on their own time.

9.  (Group)  Compile the data  
 I suspect you have material for how to  compile and explain stats. If not, just ask.
See the data you gathered when THEY completed the Child Labour Survey (C2). 

10.  (Group)  Analyze the data and integrate the survey data WITH the topic info
They do 9 & 10 together – will need time, but it’s worthwhile.
If you’ve given them the  H Final Vocab chart – they already have some of their content/ sentences written.

11.  (Group)  Prepare a power point presentation. Share the time equally.
(including graphs / charts; text)    Practice & record explaining the charts
