A   Useful language: (Embedded questions; Noun clauses beginning with question words)

	Do you happen to know ….			Can you explain  …..
	Can you tell me …..				Do you have any idea …..
	Would you please tell me ….
	I wonder ….   / I was wondering …..		I’d like to know …..

Examples:  	Q:  Do you think children enjoy working in a factory?
			I was wondering if you think children enjoy working in a factory. 	

		Q: Why do poor parents sell their children to factories?
			Can you tell me why poor parents sell their children to factories? 

		Q. How much does it cost to eliminate child labour in the world?
			Do you know how much it costs to eliminate child labour in the world?
 
B  (Individual) Pilot (test) your survey with one person from another research group.
· Get someone’s attention
· Introduce yourself and the topic
· Ask the questions 

Part 3:  (Group) Research Group Discussion: Evaluating the Research Tool
1. Did your  “research subjects”  (partners) understand the questions?

2. Did you get the kind of answer that you were expecting? 
(Perhaps the question needs to have different choices or a different format) 

3. Are your questions relevant to the research question?
Will the person’s answers help to understand the issue and solutions?
4.  Quantity	
How much time did it take?   Did you have enough questions? Too many? Too few?
