


Preparing for your Presentation

A. Discuss the data you collected
B. Design charts and graphs for each question to highlight your research results
	 - be sure to label your charts appropriately
C. Discuss what content and which charts you will include in your presentation (outline) 
D. Divide up the responsibilities

Requirements / Evaluation for 15 minute PPT presentation

A. CONTENT:   (group grade)    Your presentation should AT LEAST include:
Introduction:
· Issue: What did you want to learn?
· Purpose: Why did you choose your topic?
Body:
· Necessary background about the issue is given
· Key words/ concepts are explained  (somehow)	
· You don’t need to show your vocab list – but include the meanings somehow
· Research Methodology:  How did you collect your data?
· how many people, where, age group, etc
Your Findings:  What did you learn?
· integrate the info from the readings and the survey data
· use charts and graphs, etc.  Each person must explain AT LEAST two. (More is fine!)
· You don’t have to have charts for all the data. Some data can just in point form on a slide.
Conclusion:  You decide (Solutions? Organizations? What the audience can do? Etc)

Discussion – Ask the audience 1 or 2 interesting small group discussion questions.
       Poor Q:      Do you think child labour is wrong?  - POOR – this will not generate much discussion.
       Better  Q:  If children get paid the same wages as adults, would it be okay for them  
             to work in factories before they are 18 years old?

B. GROUP PRESENTATION SKILLS    (group grade)
Effective Time management:   15 minutes per group
· Everyone in the group should speak about an equal amount of time
· Time runs smoothly  & Group is organized (people know what to do)
· If you use a video, only use a short clip – not 5 minutes long! 
PPT  slides
· Appropriate visuals – easy to read (Font – 20+be careful about some colors), large enough, correct spelling /grammar, charts & graphs labeled correctly,  points, about 4 or 5 lines/ slide
· 2 printed copies of a handout version (3 slides per page) is given to me before you present

C. INDIVIDUAL RESPONSIBILITY  (individual grade)
· Effective Eye contact  - You can use note cards, but don’t read them 100% of the time
· Voice carries well (volume);  good pacing (not too fast and not too slow)
· Language: Accurate  grammar
· Meaningful body language & posture  - don’t dance or freeze! 
· Key/ Important words are pronounced correctly
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
