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Purpose:

You can use these tasks for Advanced ELLs or after you have used the Most Common
Words tasks. It might be overwhelming to do both lists for intermediate ELLs.

These words are more frequently used by native English speakers, and advanced learners
will see them in readings, etc.

Most newcomers and international students really struggle because they don’t have the
vocabulary to express themselves when they are faced with adapting to a new culture.
Giving learners the words to express their feelings significantly helps them adjust.

FYl: Grammar notes for you

Adjective Participles

These words are indicated with an * in the list.

They can either be used with +ED to express emotion or with +ING for experiences
or things.

The “Experience” grammar is the most difficult for English learners.

Gerunds as Subjects ( “topic” of the sentence is what | use for “subject”)

In this case, the verb+ING acts as the subject(topic) of the sentence.

Examples: Eating at McDonald’s is often the 1% choice for children.
